Dear Friends and Family,
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We have just arrived in Davao City, and are recovering from jet lag and preparing for the busiest times we will probably see this year, as the Euroclass team arrives May 20th. The past couple of months have been a time where we have seen God's hand as we approached our target departure date, with no airfare yet in hand, and saw it all materialize within the last week of our stay. Looking back, God enabled us to accomplish almost everything we set out to do when we went on furlough. We were able to visit many members of our family, including my brother and his wife in Ohio and my grandparents in Texas. Our monthly sponsorship is back up to a livable level, if not yet at our target. And Cathy and I have sought the Lord over this time and set plans we both have peace about.
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Those plans, as I have mentioned already in web updates, are to spend the next two years here in Davao, if we are able, finishing up this phase of our ministry, and then work for a while in America while Cathy goes through the process of her green card and naturalization. It's important to us that if our plans at any time failed we would not be separated due to our nationalities. Cathy's immigrant visa can be processed while we are both here in ministry.


Right now our immediate focus is getting reestablished after a long furlough, and especially for me, making sure I have everything in order for when the team arrives. I'm going to be responsible for 18 young people from Denmark, and I want them to have a safe and enjoyable trip and to be able to jump right into the work that God is doing in Davao. I also have some broken computers to fix and probably some paperwork to catch up on. Once things settle down a bit, I am still committed to building a computer lab in Agdao to offer at a low price for students to use, while using it also for our own ministries and probably for a new set of computer literacy seminars and web development classes. I don't want the lack of resources like computers to hold back young people with so much potential. This is also part of a larger shift in focus as Cathy and I hope to get more involved in student evangelism and discipleship.
